NEW PRESIDENT OF THE EUROPEAN FEDERATION

OF PRIVATE EMPLOYMENT AGENICES (EUROCIETT)

Annemarie Muntz, has been elected to be the new  president of  Euro-Ciett (The European 
federation of  the International federation of  private employment agencies, CIETT), following 
nomination by ABU, the Dutch federation representing private employment agencies, and 
Vedior. 

Muntz is European Director for Public Affairs with Vedior and succeeds Fred van 
Haasteren, Executive Vice-President with Randstad, who has led the European staffing 
industry  in the debates on agency work and the labour market in general for the past 15 
years. 

Phlippe Marcel, Chairman of Adecco France and Board member of  Adecco Worldwide, has 
been elected to be vice-president of Euro-CIETT, to work alongside Mrs. Muntz  in directing 
the Federation over the upcoming years.  

Muntz is already a familiar face within Euro-CIETT, having represented VediorÕs interests 
within CIETT since 1996.  Prior to working for Vedior, she was the General Manager of  
ABU, where she was also closely involved in the activities of  CIETT and Euro-CIETT.   As 
President of  Euro-CIETT she will combine her Federation activities with her present 
functions within Vedior.

Under the leadership of  Muntz, Euro-CIETT will continue to work with EU and Member 
State authorities, towards developing the necessary  policy  framework to eliminating 
unjustified and burdensome barriers to the freedom of establishment and provision of 
services between Member States, to allow  private employment agencies to contribute to 
the creation of 3.5 million new jobs in Europe by 2010.  

EuroCiett will continue to focus on the Corporate Social Responsibility of  private 
employment agencies and towards further developing the significant - and already 
recognised by a majority of   Member States- role employment agencies  can play in 
contributing to sustainable development  across Europe.

Euro-CIETT represents the National Federations of  Agency Work in all of  the EU 15 
Member States + Poland and Rumania and the six largest staffing companies (Adecco, 
Kelly Services, Manpower, Randstad, Vedior and USG).
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ItÕs main objective is to seek greater recognition of  the contribution that the staffing industry 
makes in relation to overall employment creation, integration in the labour market and 
economic growth.
